To support active transport 
options, stations will feature 
facilities and infrastructure 
to accommodate bikes and 
other micro-mobility devices.

with ticketing facilities also 
included.

Getting to and from stations
In addition to connections with the Sunshine Coast Public Transport 
project, the Direct Sunshine Coast Rail Line project includes 
upgrades to the bus network to ensure communities along the route 
have efficient connections to stations. 

In line with the Southern Sunshine Coast Public Transport Strategy, 
we’re planning to introduce new routes between stations, key 
destinations, and surrounding areas. This will improve travel 
right across the region.
